times each year. The pattern is similar in harbour waters but Lyttelton
Harbour water is colder than Lyttelton in-shore water from May to
August and Timaru Harbour water is colder than Timaru in-shore water
from March to May: this and the lower total temperature range in
Timaru Harbour than in Lyttelton Harbour may be a consequence of
Timaru Harbour’s more exposed position, which may allow more mixing
of harbour and in-shore waters than occurs in Lyttelton Harbour.
