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Lectotypes for Neocurupira chiltoni (Campbell) and
Peritheates harrisi (Campbell) (Diptera: Blephariceridae)
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Abstract J. W. Campbell’s Neocurupira chiltoni
and some Peritheates harrisi (Diptera: Blephari-
ceridae) material has been located in AMNZ,
CMNZ, LMNH, NZAC and USNM. None of the
material was designated as types by Campbell
(1921), so lectotypes and paralectotypes for
Neocurupira chiltoni (Campbell) and Peritheates
harrisi (Campbell) have been chosen from it.
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INTRODUCTION

Campbell (1921) did not designate types for
Peritheutes harrisi or Neocurupira chiltoni, but did
state that the types were in his collection, and made
no mention of paratypes. In letters to C. P. Alexander
he wrote that he was unclear of the significance of
types. Alexander in reply explained the kinds of
types, but did not state clearly the importance of their
labelled designation. The last reviser of the New
Zealand blepharicerid fauna, Craig (1969), could not
find Campbell’s types, but examined two non type
N. chiltoni males in NZAC and also AMNZ material
from Purau Valley, collected 23 November 1919 but
without collector’s name. No material collected on
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that date is present in the material Campbell gifted
to that museum.

I have examined 12 of Campbell’s slides that he
donated to AMNZ in 1949. Eleven are N. chiltoni
and one may be P. harrisi. Among them is inferred
type material, from which I have chosen a lectotype
for Neocurupira chiltoni. In CMNZ there are 17
slides, 11 of P. harrisi and six of V. chiltoni. Among
them is inferred type material of N. chiltoni and P.
harrisi, all of which are unassociated fragments. |
have designated from that material paralectotypes of
N. chiltoni, and a male abdomen of P. harrisi as
lectotype, with other fragments as paralectotypes.

Material has also been located in LMNH, NZAC
and USNM but not seen. The details are recorded in
the account on each species.

ABBREVIATIONS

The area codes of Crosby et al. (1998) are used to
categorise collection data.

The following abbreviations are used for sex or
stage of specimens in collection data: 3 = male; @ =
female; la = larva(e) instar unstated; (L.1) = larva st
instar; (L2) = larva 2nd instar; (L3) = larva 3rd instar;

ChCh = Christchurch; NZ = New Zealand.

Abbreviations of collectors. names: TRH =T. R.
Harris; WIC = W. J. Crawford; GV = G. Velley. It
is known that TRH supplied Campbell’s P. harrisi
material, but there is uncertainty who collected it and
some of the N. chiltoni material. Therefore it was not
always possible to append a collector’s name to
material examined.
